Par-
ticipants include students 
who are at risk of failing and 
those disabled.  
Parents of children being 
served have the opportunity 
to participate in the design 
and implementation of the 
program through activities 
being offered at their child's 
school. For example, parents 
have a say in developing 

parent policy, parent-
teacher conferences, par-
ent training and literacy, 
being classroom volunteers, 
tutors, aides, etc. 
 
Program Objectives 
 
1. To increase children's 
achievement in reading, 
language arts and math 
skills.2. To act as liaison 
between area schools, prin-
ciples and parents.3. To 
provide in-service training 
to project staff and for 
techniques in teach-
ing/learning. 
 
Title 1 program is provided 
to affect the entire program 
of instruction and overall 
education of children that 
are disadvantaged.
